Centre!  
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CCTV Camera at Brighton Deaf Centre 

 

Many of you may have seen some improvements of late at our Centre in 
Brighton.  One of which being a CCTV Camera which was very kindly 
donated by Peter Shawyer.  The camera also provides us with a monitor 
inside the building which includes sound so we can see and hear who is 
at our main door entrance before we let people in.  This addition will 
improve safety for all staff and visitors to our centre. 
 

        
 

Like many areas in Sussex, there are streets that are littered with graffiti, 
fly-tipping and vandalism.  At the Brighton Deaf Centre we have had our 
fair share of this in the past year and in recent times.  You will have 
noticed damage to fencing, rubbish being left in our premises along with 
graffiti on walls and our boards.  All of which costs a lot of money to 
replace, repair or remove.  The Police Placement back in February 
contacted our local PCSO Ros Tite who visited our premises to find out 
what problems we are having and to see if she can get a group to remove 
the graffiti.  Following her visit, at the beginning of March Brighton & 
Hove City Council Graffiti Clean Up Team removed all graffiti from our 
premises of which we are extremely grateful.  We are trying to get 
funding to replace fencing etc but as you may not be aware we are now 
in a conservation area (June 08) so we have to keep within the existing 
features of the area.  If we have to replace the iron fencing and gates 
which is damaged it will cost up to £20,000.

As you know we regularly have Sussex Police Placements coming to our 
organisation to learn about deafness and ways to communicate with deaf 
and hard of hearing people.  Martina Mindecova visited our Brighton 
Deaf Centre in December 08 and James Conway in February 09.  They 
both came to our Centre at very busy times of the year where they were 
able to meet lots of the deaf community that visit our centres. 
 

Whilst the Police Placements are here they learn about equipment which 
many of the deaf community use, issues which deaf people come up 
against, deaf awareness training and have a chance to sit in on Lip-
Reading and Sign Language classes.  Many of the placements arrive with 
little or no-knowledge and go away with vast amounts of information 
which is vital in their job and ability to communicate with people from all 
walks of life.
